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Abstract
The purposes of this research were (1) to develop a valid and reliable self-discipline

evaluation form which is based on the structure of measurement considered from analyzing the
factors indicating self-disciplines, ( 2 ) to determine the reliability of each question item, and the
reliability of the self-discipline evaluation form, ( 3 ) to study the self-discipline of Prathomsuksa 1-3
students from Tessabanmuang Sawankalok school.

The samples in this study were 506 students from Prathosuksa 1-3 in Tessabanmuang
Sawankalok school under the Municipal Sawankalok in academic year 2553. The samples were
derived by the two-step random sampling. The instruments used in this reseach were a selfi-
discipling evaluation form, and software package SPSS for Windows version 14.0 and LISREL 8.72
program for data analysis.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. A 50 question item of the self-discipline evaluation form was valid based on the
component structure of measurement theory which was composed of 10 questions on self-discipline,
19 questions on being patient, and 12 questions on behaving compliance of society. The validity of
the self-discipline evaluation form was in the appropriate level with the score of 0.732 to 0.811. The
confidence in the consistency of a measure of self-discipline was at 0.813. The findings indicated

that the self-discipline evaluation form which was developed was valid consistent with the theory.

2. The T-score norm of the self-discipline form for student ranged from T 35 to T 50.
3. The level of female studenth’ self discipline was consistent in Prathomsuksa | to
Prathomsuksa 2 and increased slightly in Prathomsausa 3. The female students had developed their

self-discipline higher than of male students.
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
