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Abstract

The purpose of research were to study the readiness and to compare curriculum  management  towards
ASEAN community by size of schools under Kamphaengphet primary educational service area office 1, and 1o set
the quidelines in curriculum management 1o be ready for towards ASEAN community. The method used in this
research were 2 steps: 1) in the study to the readiness and to comparison of the school curriculum management
towards ASEAN community of schools under Kamphaengphet primary educational service area office 1, the sesearch
subjects 327 directors and teachers of schools under Kamphaengphet primary educational service arca  office 1
The data were collected by using questionnaire and analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation and F-
tost. 2) in setting the guidelines in curriculum management to te ready for ASEAN community, the research focus
group discussion  which its 3 school directors, 3 academic teachers and 1 educational supervisor. The data were
collected from the issues in focus group discussion, and analyzed by using the content analysis.

The findings were as foliows :

1. The readiness in curriculum management fowards ASEAN community of schoois under Kamphaengphet
primary educational service area office 1 in 3 aspects: the readiness of school, the cumculum management, and the
pianning in using the curriculum was in a middle level

2. Comparison of schoo! curriculum management to be ready towards ASEAN community between small
schools and big schools, there was the difference in statistic significance at the ievel of 0.5
