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Mr. Sutin Ponjuntararuk : A STUDY OF EDUCATIONAL QUALITY ASSURRANCE
PROBLEMS AS PERCIEVED BY ADMINDTRATORS AND TEACHERS OF THE
SCHOOLS UNDER THE JURISDICTION OF THE OFFICE OF THE BASIC
EDUCATION COMMISSION, KHIRIMAT  DISTRICT, SUKHOTHAI  PROVINCE :

This research aimed io investigate the problems of the educational assurance
conducted by schools within Khirimat District, Sukhothai Province, and seek for a solution
guideline. Questionnaires were administered through the subjects of 236 administrators and
teachers. Statistics used to analyze the data were percentage, means, standard deviation,
and t-Test.

The results revealed that the seriousness of problems of educational quality
assurance as perceived by both administrators and teachers was moderate. The most
problematic aspects were the quality of students’ outcomes and the guality of teachers and
the administrators’, respectively. Their opinions on potential problems of the assurance, as
the whole, were not distinct. However, the significant difference was clearly found in the
Standard 4 of students’ aspect {p <= 0.05). The administrators and teachers suggest that
the administrators should organize the job in conformity with teachers competency,
attend more administrative training courses or seminars, give an opportunity for staff
to be an important part of school, and infroduce new technology to improve
administration system. Instructors should have projects for free knowledge development ,
write teaching plans in accordance with students’ interests, and use new teaching
aids. Learners should participate more in the ethical and moral activities, be more skillful,
critical and analytical. Also, their learning capabilities should be measured authentically, and

age requirements should be set and followed.
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
