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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to analyze the exploratory factor components of
school disciplines of Matthayomsuksa 3 Student in Sukhothai Province, 2) to compare the school
discipline of Matthayomsuksa 3 students in Sukhothai Province between the subornation and school
size. The research was conducted through stratified random sampling with a total of 660 students in
Matthayomsuksa 3 students under The Office of Elementary Service Area, The Office of Secondary
Education Service Area, and The Office of Local Government in Sukhothai Province. Data was
collected by the school discipline self-report questionnaire. The statistics use were mean,standard
deviation,coefficient of variation and analyzed by Exploratory Factor Analysis. Data was analyzed by

Two ways ANOVA in SPSS Progam.

The result found that;

1) The school disciplines of Matthayomsuksa 3 students in Sukhothai Province had 6
components: 1.Respect 2.dressing 3.responsibility 4.preserve reputation of school, 5.maintain school
order 6.good student behavior.

2) The school discipline had interaction between subornation and school size. The simple
main effect found that; the school discipline was statistical different between subornation only in
small school size. Moreover, the school discipline was statistical different between school size only

in school under The Office of Secondary Education Service Area and The Office of Local

Government.
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
