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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the models of social welfare management
for the Elderly in Pho Prathap Chang Subdistrict Administrative Organization, Pho Prathap Chang
District, Phichit Province, 2) to compare the needs of desirable social welfare of the elderly, 3) to
study the guidelines on the desirable social welfare management for the elderly in Pho Prathap
Chang Subdistrict Administrative Organization, Pho Prathap Chang District,Phichit Province.lt is a
quantitative research. The samples were 250 people with 95 percent reliability and 5 percent
discrepancy by using Taro Yamane method of calculation. Data were collected by using
questionnaire and were analyzed by using descriptive statistics, frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1) Models of social welfare management for the elderly in Phoprathap Chang Subdistrict
Administrative Organization, Phoprathap Chang District, Phichit Province were in  a high level in 6
aspects. When considering each aspect, it was found that the highest mean score ot the aspect was
housing welfare; however, poverty solving and underprivileged welfare, security in life and property
welfare, public health welfare, recreational welfare and educational welfare were ranked secondly.

2) Comparing the desirable social welfare of the elderly in Pho Prathap Chang Subdistrict
Administrative Organization found that the factors in gender, age, survival allowance, marital status,
educational level, and occupation resulted in the desirable social welfare significantly different at .05;
whereas, monthly income, income source, living characteristics, personal illness, ability criteria did
not result in the desirable social welfare.

3) Guidelines for the desirable social welfare management for the elderly in Subdistrict
Administrative Organization, Phoprathap Chang District, Phichit Province, mostly the samples
thought that poverty solving and underprivileged welfare was urgently needed and public health
weifare, housing welfare, security in life and property welfare, educational welfare and recreational

welfare were ranked secondly.
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
