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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the needs of the eiderly for social
welfare in Boepho Subdistrict, Nakhonthai District, Phitsanulok Province and to compare
them in terms of gender, age, education attainment, marriage status, occupation and
income per month. The population include 848 elderly and 272 persons were sampled
by systematic random sampling. Collecting data by questionaire with check list and
rating scale. The five level rating scale asked for needs of social welfare in 7 types of
needs includes 1) heaith 2) education 3) residence 4) job opportunities, earnings and
labor welfare 5) stability of income 6) recreations and 7) social services in general. Data
analysis included percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, T - Test (Independent
Sample T - Test) and F - Test {One way ANOVA).

The research resuits were that the needs for social welfare of the elderly in
general was high. Considering each type of needs, it showed that the highest was the
need for job opportunities. The other types were high. The comparing result of the
elderly’ s needs for social welfare in different genders and marriage status were not
different while comparision of the elderly's needs in different educational levels,

occupation and income per month were different at .05 levei of significance.
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
