The purposes of this research were 1} to study the stale and the problems of academic
performances in Kamphagngphet Mainstream Schools, 2) o synthesize a trend of agademic performances in
Kamphaengphet Mainstream Schools and 3) to evaluate a trend of academic performances in
Kamphasngphet Mainstream Schools. The subjects were 60 administrators and teachers in Kamphaengphet
Mainstream Schools,

The instrumeants were document and model far interview in the state and a probiems of academic
performances in mainstream schools. Tha data were analyzed by ulilizing Content Aralysis and presented
in the form of Narrative Analysis

The findings were as foilows -

1. The state and problems of academic performances in Kamphaengphet Mainstream
Schools were as follows :

For personnel in mainstraam schools, it found that they were aware and accepled the need of each
special children, hiowever, some personnel still lackel the know how as well as heavy routine teaching loads
and vague supervision systems resulted in some difficultines in many ways. First, budgeting and supporting
aspects. (supporting and midia: budgels) ware insufficienl. Second, for academic model, it found that
imprementation of mainstream curriculum was conducted only 45 percent. Third, for instruction aspect, it
revealed hat the emplasis was based on individual difference of special children. Fourth, for evaluating
aspect, it revealed that two models of evaluation were involved that is one for the normal evaiuation with
normal stadent and the other with speciai chddrens alone Most imporantly, avaluation was conducled based
on individual differences by every school. )

2. The guidelines of the academic performances in Mainstream Schools were as follows

Training should be provided to teachars about Mainstream Scheools. Policies and procedures of
mainstream schools should be informed continuously. Coordination and budget allocation form inside or
outside schools should be impremented. School administraters should provide not enly budget according to
mainstream schooling, but also documents or clear guidelines for curriculum, 1n terms of instruction, activities

should be adapted according to individuals differentes of special children and evaluation should be assessed

authentically.
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
