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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the opinions of the people towards the development
of Bueng Si Fai Tourist attractions in Phichit Province, 2) to study factors affecting the opinions and 3) to
study the guidelines for the development. It was a quantitative research. The samples were 400 people
designated by Taro Yamane formula. Data were collected by questionnaire and analyzed by descriptive and
inferential statistics.

The findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of the people towards the development of Bueng Si Fai Tourist attractions in Phichit
Province overall in 5 aspects were at a moderate level and when each aspect was considered, it was found
that the highest-to-low mean scores were the preservation of ecological system,tourism promotion and
relaxation, landscape building adjustment, career promotion and public utilities.

2. Factors affecting the opinions of people towards the development of Bueng Si Fai, Phichit Province
classifyied by personal factors revealed that gender, age, hometown resulted in the opinions; whereas,
educational level, career, income did not affect in the opinions.

3. As for guidelines for the development of Bueng Si Fai,it was found that the participation in the
community in tourism management should be promoted by appointing the local committee to develop and
promote tourism for a concrete management via the cooperation from government and private sectors taking
part in tourist and environment conservation in their own focalities. More importantly, decentralization is a
must and the tourism benefits should be distributed to the localities with more concretely in order to minimize
the future conflict as well as to promote the activities met with the needs of the tourists and not affect the

local ecological system for the balance and sustainability.
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
