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The objectives of this research were 1) to study the problem conditions and
approaches to supervise the mainstreaming schools. 2) to compare the problem conditions of
internal supervision for the mainstream schools among administrators, special educational teachers,
and acting teachers. 3) to study the approaches of international supervision for mainstream schools
of Sukhothai Education Area 1.

The sample of this study were 333 who are administrators, special education teachers
and acting teachers. The data were collected by using 5 scale questionnaire and they were analyzed
utilizing percentage, mean standard divisions, F-test. For the interview was analyzed by content
analysis. In terms of the study on internal supervision, all the 12 subjects were selected by
purposive sampling.

The findings were as follows:

1)} The problem conditions of internal supervision for mainstream schools, according
to the administrators, special education teachers and acting teachers in the Office of Sukhothai
Education Area 1 in academic year 2008 were moderate. When considering each dimension of
problems, the measurement and evaluation were high. Apart from that, instructional aids and
activities, curriculum and curricular usage were second.

2) When comparing the opinions concerning the problem conditions of internal
supervision for mainstream schools among administrators, special education teachers and acting
teachers, the opinions of the administrators and acting teachers were significantly different at .05
level but other pairs were not different.

3) For the approaches of internal supervision for mainstream schools, the following
items should be emphasized: 1) the supervision should be operated regularly and continually,
2) the supervisors should know how to supervise, be capable to supervise in a friendly way,
3) the guidelines should be clear and without confusion, 4) after supervising, the guidelines should
be adjusted and implemented and the follow-ups should be conducted for the sake of active
operation, 5) every supervision should be recorded in writing, and 6) coordination among related

people should also be conducted seriously for the success of mainstream schooling.
