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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study

To study and compare the administrator's opinion in the secondary schools of
the General Education Department in Phitsanulok province in the factors regarding
personnel, budget and educational materials to be appropriate and sufficient to the
educational quality assurance system implementation divided in conformity with the

school size and administrative experience.

Procedures

The population used for this research consisted of 898 administrators in 42
secondary schools of General Education Department in Phitsanulok province in 1999
academic year. The sample of this study consisted of 286 administrators in 21 secondary
schoo, were randomly selected through Stratified Random Sampling in comparing with
the table disigned by Krejcie and Morgan. The instrument used for collecting data was a

rating scale questionnaire on opinion of the factors for the educational quality assurance



system implementation in the secondary schools of the General Education Department in
Phitsanulok province comprising 30 items, 5 levels with reliability of 0.93. In collecting
data, researcher distributed completely the questionnaires to 286 subjects. All
questionnaire were returned completely and were analyzed by mean of Statical Package

for Social Science (SPSS/ PC"), percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test.

Research findings

The administrators of the secondary schools of General Educational
Department in Phitsanulok province considered the factors regarding personnel, budget
and education materials to be appropriate and sufficient for using in the educational
quality assurance system implementation by divided the particulars as follows:

I. The administrators of the secondary schools considered the three factors to
be appropriate and sufficient to the educational quality assurance system implementation
at a moderate level.

2. The administrators in big schools considered that the three factors were
appropriate and sufficient to the educational quality assurance system implementation
more than the administrators administrators in the small and medium schools.

3. The administrators of the secondary schools of General Educational
Department in Phitsanulok province who have administrative experiences more than 10
years considered that personnel and budget factor were appropriate and sufficient more
than the administrators who have administrative experience under 5 yea'rs and from 5 -
10 years but the consideration among the appropriate and sufficient in the educational
materials factor with affect to the educational quality assurance system implementation,

the administrators in three groups considered it was no significant differences in the

educational materials factor.
